

VOLUNTEERS, PLEASE ADHERE TO

ALL SAFETY RULES:

1. ONLY volunteers who have attended an orientation are permitted to walk dogs.

2. Dogs on a leash, MUST be kept 15 ft AWAY from each other at all times.

3. Volunteers may only walk ONE dog at a time

4. If 2 or more dogs are in a kennel together, then 2 volunteers can each walk a dog together.

5. Dogs not in the same kennel MAY NOT be walked together.

6. PAY ATTENTION to the ID COLOR CODE LABEL on the kennel cards:

a. GREEN – SOCIABLE DOG – anyone may walk

b. YELLOW-  ISSUE DOG – May have some issues, experienced walkers only

c. RED – CAUTION DOG –  YOU MAY NOT WALK unless given specific training by staff.

*** PLEASE BE AWARE of cage cards with special instructions!!***

7. Dogs MUST to be walked only on a SLIP LEAD or HARNESS (requires a clip leash)

      *************This INCLUDES Dogs with Collars already on!!*************

8. Please keep ALL doors in the volunteer room CLOSED at all times 
9. Please ensure kennel doors are LOCKED after entering/exiting a kennel 
10. Volunteers are NOT PERMITTED in the QUARANTINE section of the kennel

11. Dogs are walked in a COUNTERCLOCKWISE route on the dog trail & ONLY on dog trail.

12. Please wear proper outdoor footwear-- NO OPEN SHOES!
13. Whistles MUST be worn at ALL times & blown ONLY when necessary

14. Volunteer identification tags MUST be worn at ALL times for authorization purposes

Note: All volunteers are required to complete an orientation class, and adhere to the volunteer hours of operation schedule. Failure to adhere to these safety rules may result in volunteer privileges being revoked.   
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
